Food for thought for our new Kinder Parents

Parents of children starting school are always asking about things their students should
be able to do before coming to school. Follows are a few ideas and questions for
parents to think about.

® Have you talked to your child about going to big school? Are you talking in positive
terms setting your child up to enjoy and engage with school?

®  Most parents have already met with staff at school and taken time to have a look
at the classrooms. If you haven’t done this yet, please drop in and have a chat, it is
good to have a knowledge of the school grounds and have met your child’s teacher.

® Are you reading stories and looking at books with your child¢ Giving your child a
love of books and an understanding of written texts is setting your child up as a
beginning reader.

® Has your child had an opportunity to play alone? Encourage your child to play
alone for short periods of time this will develop some independent skills.

® Can your child identify their lunch from their recess and can they manage to unwrap
or open their food? Can they put on and take off a jumper? Can they toilet
themselves without help? Teaching your child some self-care skills will enable them to
be more independent and less stressed at school.

® Can your child follow simple directions? Do you ask them to do simple tasks? Some
practise of following directions will train good listening skills which will help the child
be more attentive when others speak.

® Has your child experience with a variety of toys and materials? Have you
explained to your child how to use and pack away toys and materials correctly?

® Has your child had experience being around other young children, learning how to
play appropriately and how to share and take turns? Do they have opportunities to
speak to other children? Can they communicate a request with gestures, words or
signs to others?

® Can your child take care of his/her own belongings? (EG, how to put belongings
away, look after jumpers and hats, lunch boxes etc.)

® Can your child ask for help when needed? If they need to go to the toilet or want
help with lunch can they use their words and ask. Encourage your child to do this
whenever they ask for assistance between now and starting school.

® Do you provide opportunities for your child to make simple choices? (EG, what
colour socks, what toys they would like to play with, or if they want a biscuit or fruit
for a snack).

® Have you practiced short separations from your child, by leaving them in the care
of a responsible adult? Separation issues can be very distressing for parents and
children so have some practise runs and make transition a calm and happy time for
parent and child.

Transition can be an exciting time but can be a time of great change and adjustment.
So preparing your child will give them the best opportunity to make a good start.
